1. Habitat Restoration and Improvements

4. Adjacent Land Uses and Management

GGNRA and Muir Woods National Monument lands are surrounded by a variety of public and private lands with
varying land uses and management. In Marin County, NPS lands are buffered to a great degree by other public lands
(city, county, state) that are set aside for conservation purposes; however, management objectives and activities
differ significantly. Private lands also border portions of the NPS boundary causing potential conflicts in
management. In San Francisco, NPS lands are set in a highly urbanized environment, often adjacent to private and
municipal lands used for residential, commercial, or even industrial purposes. In San Mateo County, NPS lands are
surrounded by a patchwork of protected open space interspersed with private agricultural lands. Areas of particular
interest include:
